- The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) wers unprepared for the scele of destruction and there were many more people
needing help than FEMA could cope wif

= Those worst affected - poorest regions of the city. These were the people without cars, which made it harder for them to evacuzte.
Survivors from these areas felt betrayed by their governmant.
