This week, all year 10 pupils have been introduced to our ‘Fantastic Five’
competition, which will start in September and run throughout year 11.
The competition requires pupils to select a team and a staff coach to
support them to achieve their goals. The aim of the competition is to gain
points, both individually and as a team, to be able to attend next year’s
prom. To be eligible to attend prom, pupils require a minimum of 2024
points individually. There will be points awarded for every lesson they attend and every achieve-
ment point they receive.
